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THE PHOENIX ROOM

Our Phoenix Room Nurture Base is for those children who might need a little extra help to settle, gain confidence, share, listen and concentrate, or just to make friends. They are shown how to understand and moderate their feelings and emotions.

A Nurture Base is a small environment that is structured and predictable. The children are given opportunities to revisit early ‘nurturing’ experiences.

The Principles of a Nurture Group

Children's learning is understood developmentally, ie. stages not ages.

The classroom is a safe place.
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Nurture is important for the development of well-being.
Language is a vital means of communication.

All behaviour is communication.

The importance of transition in children's lives.

Our 'Phoenix' Room is set up like a home, with a living room area, kitchen and dining area. The children can attend the group in an afternoon session up to four times a week.

Children work in small groups, pairs and 1:1 with an adult. Careful targeted teaching and learning opportunities enable children to raise the levels of their achievements.

Positive relationships are modelled by the teacher and teaching assistant. There is an emphasis on developing language, communication and social interaction skills.
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Parents and carers are kept informed and encouraged to work in partnership with the school.
